(b) Candidate’s experience of overcoming any extraordinary obstacles and challenges in 
pursuit of a legal career, or similar experience while working within the Asian American 
community; 
 
(c) Candidate’s observation of legal issues facing the Asian American Community, and 
proposal to resolve those issues; 
 
(d) Candidate’s connection to Ventura County; 
 
(e) Candidate’s economic need for the scholarship.
